ROCHESTER YOUTH LEADERS PRESENT
THE JUNIOR BOWLERS TOUR

1. Tournament is open to all certified USBC youth bowlers ages 7-19 as of August 1, 2019.

2. Bowlers will use their highest 2019-2020 average (minimum 12 games). If a bowler has not reached a 12
game average for the 2019-2020 season, then he/she will use his/her highest book average for the 2018-
2019 season. Handicap is 90% of 190. (Maximum Handicap is 67 pins per game). Any bowler averaging
191 or higher must bowl in the scratch division. The tournament director reserves the right to rerate any
bowler.

3. WRITTEN VERIFICATION OF AVERAGE MUST BE PRESENTED AT TIME OF ENTRY.
BOWLERS WITHOUT VERIFICATION MUST BOWL SCRATCH.

4. DRESS CODE: Collared shirts or mock collared shirts are required. Slacks, jeans, plaids, cargo pants,
shorts, dress shorts and skirts of appropriate length are permitted.

***NO jeans with holes or tears, yoga pants, sweatpants, athletic shorts or cut off t-shirts are
allowed. No hats are to be worn during competition. **

You will receive ONE warning for dress code violations. However, if you are a repeat offender you will not
be permitted to bowl wearing inappropriate attire.

5. Foul Language, display of temper, or abuse of bowling center equipment will NOT be tolerated and may
cause your immediate disqualification from the tournament. No refunds will be given.

6. ***NO CELL PHONES, ELECTRONIC DEVICES, EAR BUDS (PODS)/ OR HEADPHONES
allowed in the settee area.

7. Each tournament will accept entries on a first come first serve basis.

8. Score changes may only be made by a Rochester Youth Leader or tournament official.

9. Any bowler may choose to bowl in the scratch division regardless of average.

10. All rules not covered within will be governed by the rules of the United States Bowling Congress.

Tournament Format:

ALL BOWLERS WILL BOWL 4 GAMES ACROSS 8 LANES.
AFTER 4 GAMES, CUT WILL BE ON BASED ON ENTRIES TO ADVANCE.
THE REMAINING BOWLERS WILL BOWL 3 GAMES OF MATCHPLAY. SCRATCH DIVISION WILL
INCLUDE BONUS PINS AWARDED FOR WINS AND TIES. HANDICAP WILL BOWL 3 GAMES WITH
NO BONUS PINS.
» THE TOP 5 BOWLERS IN EACH DIVISION AFTER 7 GAMES WILL ADVANCE TO THE SINGLE
GAME STEPLADDER FINALS. THIS WILL BE LIVE STREAMED.

% In the event that a division has less than 12 bowlers, the stepladder finals will feature 4 bowlers.
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¢ In the event that a division has less than 9 competitors stepladder finals will feature 3 bowlers.
